PRESIDENT and VICE- PRESIDENT’S  REPORT

 

January 2010 was an exciting but anxious time for the WCA as we geared up to celebrate the 2010 Olympic/Para-Olympic Torch Relay’s passage across Windermere Lake and through our village.  For the first time in history an Olympic Torch was going to travel on an Ice Road and Vice-President Hann and her small committee of volunteers were determined our celebration would equal any in the country.  The anxiety arose because mild weather meant use of the Ice Road was questionable until the very day.  

Despite clouds which obscured our beautiful mountains, we got wonderful reviews for our celebration from participants as well as the national and international media. Generous donations from a number of our members and local businesses topped up the Grant we had received late in 2009 from Canadian Heritage for the Celebration. Funds collected by Hidden Bay residents’ Dave Storoshenko and Rich Thompson following the New Year’s fireworks display they orchestrate annually almost matched a grant from the Regional District of East Kootenay to purchase a Pond Hockey Rink.  The rink was one of several venues during the 1st Windermere Winter Games that took place after the Torch and its entourage left Windermere Beach. The success of these Games has encouraged Vice-President Hann to try to make the Games another of the annual events she organizes for families and children:
· Spring Fling or Valentine’s Day
· Easter Egg Hunt
· Hallowe’en
· Christmas
· Princess and Pirate Summer Dance
These events were partially subsidized in 2010 with residual revenue from our former Bottle Depot as were the following public service activities: 

· Swim Lessons at Windermere Beach;   

 ( Valley Pride – community and highway cleanup;

· the local chapter of the Crime Prevention and Intervention Association which works with the RCMP to help prevent crimes such as theft and vandalism in our community;

· Maintaining and upgrading the large Windermere Sign on the Highway as well as other information and safety signs in the village.
Two other events were organized by the WCA in 2010:


· The Birdsong Singalong Supper held in conjunction with Wings Over the Rockies in May;
· The Annual Fall Fair and Scarecrow Festival held in September.

These two events are intended as fundraisers to help cover the running costs of the Hall since the rent we generate from that facility covers only about a quarter of the Hall’s expenses. Taking into consideration the downturn in the economics of the Valley, the Board made a specific decision not to increase the entrance fees. However, poor weather on Fall Fair day meant revenues for that event were lower than expected resulting in our nearly going into the red at the end of the year. We are very grateful to all of our 2010 donors and would particularly like to thank Windermere Water and Sewer for contributing so generously, and the Family Pantry for its unfailing support. In 2011, we will need an increase in both memberships and donations if the fees for our fundraising events are to remain unchanged.

Also, to keep things going in the community, we do need more volunteers: many of the “regulars” are getting burned out. We really need some younger, stronger people for some of the jobs. We would particularly like to recognise the "Beach Boys" under the direction of Keith Carscadden, who for over 10 years now have worked very hard to maintain as well as upgrade Windermere Beach. It has now been turned over to the RDEK although we have agreed to install a new irrigation system in the spring with monies from the former Bottle Depot so that the Beach is left in the best possible condition.
 

We are fortunate in having a Board of dedicated residents who have the community in mind.  In 2011 seven of our directors will remain in place. However, we need a new President as Anne has been on the Board for 9 years and feels it is time to hand over the job to someone else. Director Sherry Avery will also be stepping down after a very long period of service.
