MINUTES

Call to order
Minutes of the November 1, 2010 meeting - circulated via email

Gerry Baresco motioned that the minutes be adopted, seconded by Sherry Avery.  Carried.

Matters Arising from those minutes
Sponsorship -  Anne & Jo-El

Anne went to Kicking Horse Coffee, Skandia, Real Storage, Toby Creek Adventures.  Kicking Horse Coffee is willing to sponsor but they do not provide money, they are willing to provide coffee to sell at the Windermere Winter Games or gifts.  Skandia will review the WCA request mid-December, Toby Creek said no.  Jo-El announced that she approached Pepsi for prizes and they said yes.  Jo-El suggested that possibly Kicking Horse would be interested in purchasing a banner for the event.  Anne is to ask Kicking Horse for 5 prizes for games.  The group suggested Anne approach Toby Theatre, Home Hardware, and Valley Alley.
Slow-Down signs   & Replacement Island Sign - Anne 

Anne presented the new slow-down signs and a new replacement Island sign was made; however it is too cold now to put the signs up.  The cost for the signs was $826 which leaves enough funds to purchase the posts.  Bob suggested asking Main Roads for the posts. The signs must be on private property as not to interfere with the government road right away.  Cheri Hann has a list of private home owners who are interested in putting signs up on their property.  Karen questioned if RDEK would require the pricing outline by the end of the fiscal year.  Jo-El is to ask Main Roads about posts and ask for an estimate of what it may cost to have 7 signs installed.  Anne Picton will ask Ken Tegart to assist with installing these signs.
Hydro / energy assessment update – Karen

Karen has nothing new to report.

Membership mail-out -Karen's sample

Karen completed the sample.  Anne reported that the community mail out can be put in 420 mailboxes for 12 cents per sheet.  Ken Hann motioned that Anne Picton provide 420 copies of the membership form to Canada Post to distribute to the Windermere resident mailboxes, Helen Eldstrom seconded, carried.  It was suggested that Jo-El send an email out to the membership to inform them that there will be a duplicate mail-out of the membership form.

2nd Annual Windermere Winter Games  – Cheri Hann

Cheri reviewed the budget for the Winter Games.  Similar to the Torch Relay event however focussing on family game events.  The Games will be held on Saturday, January 29th from 1-4 pm.  An invitation will be extended to the First Nations group to bring in some of their traditional foods and games.  Total budget estimated $1,610.  Cheri proposed inviting the Kinsmen, the Bighorn or the Rockies to take care of the food section; if WCA were looking to make a profit on the food, Cheri suggested hiring Anne Riches cater the event.  Karen will contact Columbia Basin Trust to inform them about the date change due to a conflict with 2 other events planned on January 22nd.  Gerry offered the event $500 from special funds account.  Jo-El commented on not using the crusher cones for the fire pits but rather finding a couple of metal tire rings.
Treasurer's Report – Karen
Current statement

Karen distributed and reviewed the current status of accounts.  Karen reported she still is waiting for the invoice from DR Sports for the ribbons purchased for the Fall Fair.  Karen will give DR Sports a call.  Karen requested a 2011 budget advance on labels and envelopes so the membership mail out will be ready to be sent out as soon as the reports are printed.  Helen Eldstrom motioned to accept the Treasuers’ report, seconded by Sherry Avery, carried.
Revenue Canada / Smith & Andruschuk 

Revenue Canada did not have WCA’s proper mailing address.  Revenue Canada requires WCA to file their asset amount.  Karen proposed making the adjustments to the Revenue Canada asset form such as removing the old computer from the list of assets and including the new computer.  All agreed.

The RDEK has advised the WCA to contact Chris Bosman, Recreation & Control Services Supervisor before the system is installed.
3) Raft  
Karen received a response from Chris Bosman RDEK with respect to purchasing the WCA dock.  The RDEK offered $2,000 for the raft.  The value of the raft is just over $4,000.  It was agreed that the raft be sold to the RDEK.  Gerry motioned to accept the RDEK offer to purchase the WCA raft for $2,000, seconded by Bob, carried.

Cheri experienced some problems this summer with a few hall rentals with respect to the hall being left cleaned.  Cheri will revamp the rental form and bring it back to the next meeting.  It was agreed that Cheri have the front door lock re-keyed.
Fall Fair
