Minutes of the May 3rd General meeting - circulated via email

Motion to adopt the May 3rd minutes by Sherry Avery, seconded by Ken Hann and carried.
 

Matter Arising from those minutes

2009 Draft Statements – Karen & Appraisal/Insurance Update - Karen
Karen reviewed her concern of the statement of assets with respect to what is on the WCA books and what is being insured under the current insurance policy.  She explained that she is trying to determine the value of the current WCA assets.  Karen prepared and distributed a report of assets from 1998 to present.  Karen had a consultation with Kootenay Insurance Services which is part of Kootenay Savings to review the current WCA assets.  Karen suggested that she and Anne Picton request a meeting with Gordon Green and the accountant to find out how they have come up with the value of the building.  Eileen Bilodeau suggested having an appraisal done on the building and assets.
Karen questioned if the WCA was co-insured under the RDEK’s insurance policy pertaining to the beach and if volunteers are covered under the current WCA insurance.  Currently the RDEK is coinsured under the WCA insurance policy on the beach.    Eileen Bilodeau reviewed the current WCA insurance policy and confirmed that volunteers are covered under the WCA policy.  Karen was directed to investigate if WCA was co-insured under the RDEK’s insurance policy.
The WCA discussed the RDEK Beach contract and decided to renew beach contract with the RDEK for another 5 year period.  After the 5 year period is over the maintenance of the beach would be turned back to the RDEK.
Easter egg Hunt -report – Cheri

Cheri reported that Easter egg hunt was very successful.  113 children attended, 2 memberships were sold and $108.70 was received in donations.  Jo-El volunteered to be the Easter Bunny.   7 volunteers handed out prizes, every child left with a prize.  2 volunteers monitored the field and Cheri felt more volunteers were required in the field to keep each age group within their own zones.
Cheri reported that the Spring Fling Dance was also very well attended, that the concession made $16 and $110 was received in donations.
Olympic DVDs update- Cheri

Ian Cobb videoed the event, WCA requested DVD’s but received cds.  Cheri had Ian recreate the event onto a DVD.  WCA will be selling these DVD’s for $10.  The DVDs are available through Cheri Hann or at the Windermere Family Pantry.
Flagpole update – Cheri

Cheri reported that she continues to work on finding a flag pole.  Anne asked Karen if there was still enough money in the account to purchase the flag pole.  Karen stated that there wouldn’t be enough money to purchase the flag pole and to secure the bench.  Cheri commented that there would not be any costs affiliated securing the bench.  Gerry suggested donating part of the funds from special projects and Jo-El has spoken to someone who is willing to make a reasonable cash donation to the WCA.  It was suggested that Cheri talk to Gord Lazzoratto about building a pole.  
RDEK Ladder Truck Letter – Jo-El

Jo-El read the letter she wrote to the RDEK with respect to the Ladder truck article in the Valley Echo and the response from the RDEK.  Jo-El also reported that Wendy Booth had emailed her back and advised that the article in the Valley Echo was incorrect with respect to the percentage of the cost sharing; Windermere would not be responsible for 50% of the purchase cost but rather the costs would be divided 25% between Windermere, Fairmont, Invermere and Radium.  Drew Sinclair shared that the Windermere Fire Hall services more than just Windermere and he further reported that Windermere needs a new truck and pump and that the money is already there for this purchase.  Drew also stated that the ladder truck was a recommendation made from the Insurance Underwriters.  Anne Picton commented that the RDEK put a height restriction on construction.  Drew commented that the fire department cannot reach certain heights with the equipment they currently have.  Sherry Avery raised concern with respect to obtaining the water and the fact that Windermere is having issues accessing water and it wouldn’t matter if the fire hall had 100 trucks.  


Treasurer's Report - Karen
Current status of accounts
Karen circulated the current cash assets and accounts receivables.  Karen mentioned that she was still waiting for the payment from Wings Over the Rockies; Anne Picton said she would contact Wings for their payment.  Motion Eldstrom to accept the Treasurer’s report, seconded by Keith Carscadden, carried.

Docks - Gerry

Gerry reported that he continues to pursue memberships from the dock owners.
Fall Fair - a meeting of coordinators / interested people should be called soon – Cheri
Cheri reported that Scott Ivers will be the MC for 2010 Fall Fair.  An organizational meeting will be held on Wednesday June 16th.  Jo-El has accepted being co-chair and will be organizing the craftsman tables.  Eileen Bilodeau has agreed to organize all the food area with volunteers.  Bill Ayrton has agreed to organize the wife carrying race.

Lakeshore cleanup - Keith 

Keith reported that the Lakeshore cleanup went well and that WCA has been asked if they would be interested in taking over the organization of this event for next year.  The main concern with this event was liability insurance.  WCA did not feel that they should take on this event but were willing to stay on in their current capacity.

Anne reported that the Bird Song Dinner did not do as well as anticipated as we had kept the ticket price low.  This event raised just under $1,000.

Windermere Water – Anne Picton

Anne reported that the RDEK has postponed the public meeting that was scheduled for the end of June.  Anne further reported The Advisory Board mandate is one that the group does not make the absolute decision as to what options will be available to the citizens of Windermere.  The Advisory Board’s position is to advise the RDEK what the best options are to present to the citizens of Windermere and for the Board to ensure that the citizens have the opportunities to learn what Windermere Water & Sewer has to offer along with any other option(s) up for their approval.   Anne explained the difference between a petition and a referendum vote.  The petition vote means that all homeowners of Windermere can vote as long as their name is on the Homeowner’s deed and only one vote would be allowed per house hold.  A referendum vote means all people living in Windermere can vote, they must have a BC address and it is their primary residence.  Under the referendum vote renters can vote as long as the home is their permanent resident but would not include the vacation home owners as this is not their primary residence.

The WCA will circulate the RDEK meeting advisory to the membership once it is received.
