MINUTES OF THE 2009 AGM

TREASURER’S REPORT TO END OF 09 AND BUDGET FOR 2010

Ron Clarke wished the minutes to reflect that Karen did an outstanding job preparing and presenting the financial statements.

VICE PRESIDENT’S REPORT 
COMMITTEE REPORTS
FALL FAIR - Cheri Hann
Cheri Hann reviewed her report with the membership.  She reported that the 2009 Fall Fair was well attended.    Over 150 volunteers offered their assistance this year.  50 crafts men rented tables.  Cheri mentioned that Golden has also started their own Fall Fair during the same time as the Windermere Fall Fair.

Each year the Fair has an issue gauging how much food to purchase.  2010 the Board has decided to change the food menu.  Left-over food from last year went to families in need in Radium and to the Invermere Food Bank.  The hamburgers kept well and they were used by the Kinsmen for the Olympic Torch Relay.  There was a suggestion not to use hamburgers, possibly beef on the bun...Cheri will review the menu with Anne Riches.
Cheri announced that she will be Chairing the Fall Fair with Jo-El Buerlen as Co-Chair.  This year the fair will require a set up/tear down committee; previous years group has retired.  Cheri has asked the Kinsmen to assist in this.  Saturday, September 11 is the 2010 date for the fall fair.

HALL IMPROVEMENTS - Bob Kochorek (not available) 
Considerable hall improvements made available by the Columbia Basin Trust, purchased a new sound system, cupboards installed to store tables and a lockable one to store the sound system.

HALL MANAGER'S REPORT - Cheri Hann
Cheri distributed a Hall Rental report from 2008 to 2010.  2008 had a majority hall rental due to Elections.  Hans Stettler will be asked to buff the floors, piano will be tuned for the upcoming Bird Song Dinner.

DOCK - Gerry Baresco
There 19 people on the waiting list.  The Committee is trying to communicate with members to advise when they are going away so that slips are available.  Docks will be upgraded this year...bumpers, maintenance with tightening things up and rearranging.  Boat inside slips are now reserved for boats under 20’.  No restriction for the outside slips.

BEACH - Keith Carscadden
Submitted report at the end of the summer season to the Board.  Season was good, parties/vandalism were minimum.  COP has helped considerably with monitoring the beach.  Replacing ropes this year; sewage system will be pumped out.  No major plans for the beach this year.  Fire pits need to be removed.  Karen was advised by RDEK that a list of the assets were needed to be provided to them...Keith & Karen to sit down & review the beach assets.  Keith suggested that the assets be handed to the RDEK.
