MINUTES

Minutes of the FEBRUARY 7, 2011 meeting
Gerry Baresco moved to adopt the minutes, seconded by Ken Hann, all in favour, carried.
Matters Arising from those minutes

Columbia Basin Trust – Anne/Cheri
Anne Picton and Cheri Hann completed and submitted an application to the Columbia Basin Trust for funding in the amount of $5,000 for the Fall Fair.  Anne had to amend the application submitted because of the CBT guidelines which state an organization cannot apply for funding for something whose costs could be recovered through resale (e.g.food services, art show ).
Workshops - how to make applications for CBT grants - Anne
Anne attended 2 workshops and she reported that the workshops were more focussed on what types of funding were available.  Anne had hoped the workshops be more focussed on how to complete the applications.
Guidelines for the gold silver and bronze donations for the Fall Fair. - Cheri
Cheri spoke to Don Renolds of DR Sports to discuss costs for plaques.  Cheri reported it would cost $60 for one for 60 names, $200-$250 for a larger plaque.   Cheri questions doing the plaques for just the Fall Fair and doesn’t see the benefit of spending this type of money.  What are the guidelines for the donations?  Anne mentioned how Wings Over the Rockies advertise their gold, silver and bronze sponsorships only in the newspapers and didn’t feel that a plaque was required.  Jo-El suggested a Gold for $1,000 and over, Silver for $500 and Bronze for $250 for those businesses and/or individuals who sponsor the Fall Fair.
This item has been moved to the April or May meeting.
Golf Tournament up date - Jo-El
Jo-El reported that Dan Osbourne is currently still out of town so not much has progressed forward.  Dale Moore did contact the Valley Echo to inquire about their annual Golf Tournament and the WCA would have to make application to be the recipient.  Jo-El felt that it wasn’t appropriate to apply for the Echo tournament as she felt there were more deserving in the community.  Sherry Avery commented that the tournament needs to be something unique. Jo-El will work with Dan in hopes of having the glow ball tournament.
Pancake breakfast

Anne reported that the Ladies Auxillary are not available to serve the pancake breakfast, Anne Riches will speak to the Lions and Rotary but has not gotten back to Anne.  Cheri reported that the Skookum Inn donated the syrup and Jo-El reported that the Windermere Family Pantry donated the pancake mix.  Anne will continue to work on a group to cook the pan cakes; Ken Hann donated his cooking skills in the event that someone wasn’t found.  Cheri suggested Anne ask the Valley Alley.

Jo-El reported that membership renewals continue to arrive and to date a total of $1,845 has been received in donations.   She further reported that the community wide membership form mail out did bring in new memberships but has not tallied the total.
