General Meeting – Monday, February 1, 2010

Minutes of the meeting held January 4, 2010

Bob Kochorek motioned to adopt the minutes, seconded by Gord Lazzarotto, carried. 

Matters arising from the minutes

Karen reported that both bank charges applied to the WCA account for $7.50 per direct deposit had been reimbursed.
Karen reported that the charitable receipts for the garbage collection and for the Private Connection have been issued.

Treasurer’s Report
1. Current Status of accounts/Budget for 2010
Karen reviewed the WCA cash assets and the accounts receivable.  She also reviewed the revenue & expenses for the 2010 Olympic Torch Celebration.  Karen stated that she required valid dock addresses for the dock group.  Motion to adopt the Treasurer’s Report by Jo-El Buerlen; seconded by Sherry Avery and carried.
Karen reported that the WCA documents would be delivered to Smith & Andrushuk; however she was missing the bank statements for January 1, 2009 and December 31, 2009 from the docks.  Bob Kochorek said he’d get a copy to Anne Picton to take to the accountants.

Karen reported that she is not able to find the property assessments in the files.  Motion put forward that WCA wishes to have Smith & Andrushuk discount the value of beach assets since 2005 as they no longer belong to the WCA; seconded Gord Lazzarotto; carried.
Motion put forward for Smith Andrushuk to discount the value of the dell computer as it is no longer functions; seconded by Sherry Avery; carried.
Committee Reports

1. Olympic torch Relay 
Anne Picton stated the minutes to read that the WCA thanked Cheri, Jo-El, Karen and all the additional volunteers for all their hard work planning the success of the Olympic Torch Relay.  
Cheri commented that this event was the most gratifying event that she has had to organize.  There will be a follow up meeting with Ian Cobb and Bram once all the pictures are collected.  Cheri presented a frame of picture collections she put together to put up in the hall.  There were no negative reports on this event.  The Kinsmen were happy with the event and the WCA received $65 donation from the Kinsmen.  Cheri will announce the wrap up meeting date to everyone once it has been decided. At the end of the day there is $706.18 dollars left from this event and Cheri is looking for a flag pole to display the community flag.  The commemorative bench is currently sitting outside the WCA hall; however it will be displayed down at the Windermere Beach later this spring.
2. Birdsong Dinner 

Anne Picton announced that the dinner will be held at 6:30 pm at the Windermere Community Hall on May 6th, 2010.  Anne Riches is booked to cater and serve the buffet for this event.  It was agreed that the ticket costs would be $35/person and $60/couple.  Paul Carrier and the Valley Voices are booked to lead a song-a-long.  The Windermere Elementary School has agreed to supply kids’ artwork for the walls, an overhead projector and transparencies for more bird songs.  Anne has collected draw prizes and other such give-aways for this event.
New Business

1. AGM Arrangements
It was agreed that tea and coffee will be made available at the AGM meeting which will be held on Saturday, March 27, 2010 at 10:00 am.  Notices will be advertised in the local papers.  

2. Valentines Party 
Cheri announced that she will not be available to organize the Valentines Party.  Cheri will now start to focus on the Easter Egg Hunt.

3. Columbia Basin Trust Community Initiatives & Affected Areas Program Funding
Jo-El reminded the group that the Columbia Basin Trust Community Initiatives & Affected Areas Programs deadline is February 22, 2010 and suggested applying for funds to assist in the expansion of the new rink.  It was also agreed to request funds for smaller tables for the hall so that the WCA could implement Card Game evenings.
4. Dara’s Dolphins
Dara Allen presented a proposal to the WCA to use of the beach in the summer.   Dara would like to offer some programs down at the beach, such as Red Cross Lessons, Swim to Survive Programs, Junior Life Guard Club, Bronze Medallion & Bronze Cross Courses and also special events with Buckles (the Red Cross mascot) to conduct water safety awareness.  Dara is meeting with the Akisqnuk Band to possibly include programs for their children at the beach.  Sessions run 6-8 sessions.  Dara is willing to work outside the weeks that the Radium swim club uses the beach.  WCA directed Dara to approach the RDEK as WCA was only the manager of the beach.  
Motion was put forward that the WCA endorses Dara’s Dolphins to further pursue providing swimming activities on water safety and first aid at the beach.  Dara will re-approach the WCA once she has RDEK endorsement with scheduling and pricing.

5. Fall Fair 

Cheri agreed to be the Chair and Jo-El agreed to be the Co-Chair of the 2010 Fall Fair.

6. Windermere Water
Doug Anakin commented that he was receiving a lot of questions and concerns from Windermere residents surrounding the Windermere water issue.  Doug stated that he would be organizing a group and visiting outlying communities to investigate and collect information on how other communities manage their water systems.
