Matters arising from the previous meeting:
Cheri Hann reported that the Annual Easter Egg hunt will proceed as normal and will be held on Sunday, April 4, 2010.

Jo-El Buerlen and Cheri Hann reported that due to scheduling conflicts; they were unable to complete the application for funding to the Columbia Basin Trust.

Treasurer’s Report:
