MINUTES

Presenter – BRAC System  - Bill Swan/Dale Wilker
Dale Wilker presented the BRAC system to the meeting group.  The BRAC is a grey water recycling system that takes tub/shower and/or washing machine water and regenerates the water back into your toilet or to your irrigation system.  The system has currently been allowed into Kelowna and Quebec in areas that have water issues.  The system was recently presented to the RDEK who had their building inspectors and the Cranbrook building inspector present and has been approved for use in the Columbia Valley in the Regional District.  The system cost is approximately $2400 for a 250 litre tank, the tanks also come in 150, 350 and 450.  The BRAC has 2 filter sections, one to remove hair & debris and the second to chlorinate (or bromine) the outgoing toilet tank water.  The system can be programmed to filter hourly to weekly which would accommodate people who are away from their homes for a longer period of time.

Matter Arising from those minutes
Easter Egg Hunt -report - Cheri / Karen
As Cheri Hann was not present at this meeting, Anne Picton reported that the Easter Egg Hunt was very successful.  Anne gave praise to Jo-El Buerlen for volunteering as the Easter Bunny.  Anne suggested that more adult volunteers be recruited to watch over the age group lines and help prevent the older children going into the younger age group sections.

Birdsong dinner update –Anne

Anne Picton reported that the dinner event was sold out.  100 people will be attending.  The Valley Voices will sing 3 performances and 12 bird songs will follow.  Cam Gillis has volunteered as MC.  Piano has been tuned.  Cheri will be decorating on Wednesday and the Windermere children school art will be set up as well.  Thursday the tables will be set up.  Andrea Dunlop will be responsible for the bar and Anne Riches will be catering.

 

Treasurer's Report - Karen
Karen reviewed the current account and assets.  Karen stated that the purchase of a flag pole may not be possible at this current time due to the net revenue remaining from the Torch Relay being less than the actual cost of the pole.  Karen supplied a year to date comparison with 2009.  Hall Rental income is down significantly from 2009, memberships are higher than 2009 to date as well as membership donations.  Anne thanked Karen for her hard work.  Sherry Avery motioned to adopt the report, seconded by Keith, all were in favour.  Carried.

Karen is looking for a fire safe box to keep the WCA society documents and insurance papers.  It was suggested that Karen also look at the cost of a safety deposit box which is approximately $65/year.  For the time being, it was agreed that the society documents and insurance papers be photocopied and the copy be kept with the Treasurer.
The motion from the Board to direct the Accountant to make the additions/modifications to the Draft Statements for 2009 was tabled for the June 7th, 2010 meeting.

Committee Reports
Hall – Cheri – moved to the June 7th, 2010 meeting
Docks  - Gerry

Gerry reported that the Dock Committee would be spending some money on the docks this year.  New bumpers will be installed for an approximate cost of $2,000.  All the screws need to be tightened this year.  Gerry suggested that whomever is employed to work on the docks be paid the same fee as the Beach Boys.

Gerry motioned that whomever is employed to work on the docks be paid $22/hour as the RDEK.  Jo-El Buerlen seconded the motion, all in favour.  Carried
Gerry mention having a problem with the dock memberships when it comes to the WCA membership.  Next year all dock members will have to pay $220 which will include the WCA membership.  Gerry commented on Karen’s concern about possibly losing out on donations.  It was agreed that the forms be given to Gerry to send out to the dock members

New Business

Jo-El stated that it was simple to add a web link onto the WCA website.  It was agreed to charge $20/year to link Windermere membership businesses on the WCA website.
 

Swim lessons  - Keith

WCA received a letter from Shelly Kochorek of the Columbia Valley Swim Club.  The CVSC would like to  use the Windermere Community Beach July 19-Aug 2 to run swim lessons.  The lessons are to be organized in one week and two week programs.  25 participants in the Windermere Beach program last year.

Motion put forward by Keith Carscadden to support the Columbia Valley Swim Club and $300 from the Special Projects fund to support the program, seconded by Jo-El Buerlen, all in favour.  Carried.
 

Playground signage on Selkirk Street - support requested by Stan Wilson

The playground signage has been completed.

Fire Truck – Mike Haltman
Mike Haltman mentioned the Valley Echo article where the RDEK was given approval and has started looking to purchase a ladder truck which would be shared between Radium, Invermere, Windermere and Fairmont Hot Springs Fire Departments.  The approximate cost of the ladder truck $800,000 to 1 million.  The costs associated with the ladder truck would also be shared amongst the communities with Windermere paying 50% of the cost.
Mike wants the WCA to write a letter to the RDEK requesting answers to why the RDEK feels the need for a ladder truck, where is the money coming to fund this purchase and where was the public involvement.  Anne requested Jo-El to compose a letter to the RDEK.
