Matters Arising from those minutes
            
Columbia Basin request for funding – Sherry

Sherry Avery read out the application form that she and Karen completed for the Windermere Winter Fest 2011 to be held on January 22nd.  Hydro / energy assessment update – Karen

Karen Taylor-Browne followed up with Miles Gregory, BC Hydro Marketing Delivery Specialist.  Miles will do some investigation and report back to Karen.  Karen contacted Columbia Basin Trust and found out that WCA could be eligible for funding under their Environmental Funding Program.  CBT has possible funding for light changing, windows and bigger projects as geothermal heating.  Jo-El suggested having a blower door test done on the building to determine where the building was losing energy.  It was agreed to recruit advice from local expertise, Karen will call Donna Hazelaar of Hi Heat Insulation and Jo-El is to contact Dave Penner of Quiniscoe Homes for suggestions.
