Bill Swan 's solar energy grant runs out shortly, but we could ask him to evaluate our building for advantages and disadvantages of solar heat.

d)
The WCA should apply for a government grant for insulating the Hall / installing solar 
panels to save energy - to be written up as a "Green Project"

MOTION: Bill / Karen that in order to reduce Hydro expense, the WCA investigate the cost/ability to better insulate the Hall, and subsequently apply for Grants to execute the plan - all in time for a report to the AGM in late March 2011.-CARRIED
